In regular circumstances the BLACK wire will be the "Hot" lead wire and the WHITE wire will be the "Neutral” or "Common" lead wire.
K A GREEN or BARE COPPER wire is the "Ground". In older buildings it is always good practice to reconfirm the polarity of the Wiring/

FIXTURE PREPARATION
1. Remove the fixture, parts and parts bag(s) from the carton.

NOTICE:
Before discarding the carton, double check to make certain that all parts are found.

FIXTURE INSTALLATION
1. Thread the 2 mounting screws into the mounting ring. (The green screw is in the front).
Attach the mounting ring to the outlet box.

2. Place the canopy against the ceiling. Adjust the nipple so that 3/8" of threads extend beyond
the canopy. Then remove the canopy and tighten the hex nut against the crossbar to fix the

nipple.
3. Measure 6" beyond the cable and cut off the excess wire . Cut the end of excess wire to
needed length. Separate the leads and strip of approx. 1/2" of insulation from each lead. Outiot box
Twist the strands of wire together. Push the leads and ground wire up through the canopy / Screw
and into the outlet box. Then install on canopy use plastic screw and tool.

4. Fasten the ground wire to the green or bare copper wire in the outlet

box or to the green screw on the crosshar.

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5. Fasten the white fixture lead wire to the white wire in the outlet box.
Fasten the wires together with an approved fastener (wire nut). Starting about 1' below the fastener,
tightly wrap the connection with electrical tape so that the connection seals the end of the fastener.

6. Connect the black fixture lead wire to the black wire in the outlet box. Fasten the joined wires as in step 5.
7. Using the end nuts, fasten the canopy to the mounting ring.
8. Place the glass into the socket and lock on with the ring.

9. Install the lamps (light bulbs).
NOTE: This fixture is rated for Max 60 watt type A or early electric lamp.
